


INSTRUCTIONS AND INFORMATION

Section 58.1-3518 of the Code of Virginia requires that all tangible personal property
owned as of January 1 of any year be filed on a personal property return. Every
taxpayer who owns, leases, rents, or borrows tangible personal property which was
used or available for use in a business or profession and which was located in
Frederick County is required to report such property on this form.

* Business Equipment is valued by a percentage of original cost, Frederick County uses 30% *

Property must be reported at the actual cost before any allowance for trade-in.
Include Personal Property which has been expensed or fully depreciated.

List Tangibie Personal Property in the space provided on the front of this form or
attach an itemized list and include items on your depreciation schedule (Fed Form
4562). DO NOT WRITE THE WORDS "SAME AS LAST YEAR".

This constitutes a non-filing.

If ZERO or NONE is listed, an explanation describing how you are able to operate a
business without tangible personal property must be provided.

Example: 1099 Contractor -NONE- General Contractor, Company X supplies all tools and equipment.
